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Across the border…El Salvador

Most of you might not be aware of this but every month Viola and I have to make application for an extension on our passports.  This basically means completing an application form, submitting a letter from Alvin Anderson, confirming that we are indeed missionaries from Canada working under the leadership of Manos Extendidas Honduras and then paying the $20.00 USD per person, per month.  After that we hope and pray that ALL GOES WELL.  In this country, you can never be sure of what’s happening in government.  Recently, there was a BIG BUST at the immigration office here in Tegucigalpa, the capital city of Honduras, whereby several upper management officials were arrested and all of the passports that were in the immigration offices at the time were confiscated.  Just a few weeks later and ours would have been among them!  Unfortunately, the passports of some friends and acquaintances were among those confiscated.  So, as you can imagine, this kind of concerned us but we believed that wisdom and guidance would come our way.  As the day was getting closer for us to apply once again for an extension on our passports, I found myself staring at an advertisement in the local newspaper.  A special deal via a tour bus to El Salvador, including two nights at the Hotel Presidente in San Salvador. We had not been to any other part of Central America and after consideration and prayer we

decided that was what we should do.  The benefit here is that when we leave Honduras and re-enter we get a 90-day visa stamped on our passports.  This is exceptional because other countries only get a 30-day pass.  At this moment, as I write this last piece for our May newsletter, we are cruisin’ along the roads of El Salvador, enjoying the new sights and sounds.  There is always a little apprehension when you enter another country, especially one that has such a history.  But hey, we have not had much adventure lately, huh?  Time to branch out into the unknown and pull on God’s Grace strings.  We are now looking forward to a few days away from house, office, phones and emails.  Just two days and we will be refueled again.
