When I walked into the "Honduras This Week" (HTW) office for the first time, I was expecting the usual challenges of trying to get across my message as to what I wanted in advertising.  However, I was not expecting to meet a fellow Canadian from London Ontario. Both of us were a little taken aback, surprised to learn of one another and especially of my connection to London, Ontario through Coffee Online's Distribution Center that is located at Compassion Canada's office.  Bob Peat, from London, is a visiting journalist working with HTW through a Canadian Grant that encourages journalists to go international.  For me, this was very timely. I had wanted to do something different to publicize Manos de Café for some

time.  Don has been very instrumental in making that happen.
