It is the profits that come from the hosting of visiting short-term mission teams that is making this possible.  Most times, at the end of each team visit, we have a portion of funds left over and we put it aside for the needs of the ministry overall. 

This year we decided that we were going to choose a project and believe God to come through with all of the finances needed to make it happen. And it is happening.  We are about halfway through this project and from the teams that will be with us in the next few months, we should be able to finish the wall.  P.T.L.

Presently, it is a daily chore to buy the food and use it all in that day.  With the convenience of a refrigerator, we could save on both time and money.  It would allow us to buy greater quantities of meats, milk, etc and thus get better prices in the marketplace.  Perhaps the Lord would have you be part of this blessing.  We figure $300.00 USD will cover the cost of a new refrigerator.

AND another note… Alma Greeley, leader of the short-term mission team from Newfoundland, Canada, who was here with us in February, is putting out a challenge to all past and future mission teams. They are inviting you to organize/participate in a fundraising event to raise money for a new vehicle for Manos Extendidas.  Those of you who have been here for a visit do not need to be convinced of this great need. Alma and her team are planning a fundraising event to raise at least $2000.00 to help towards this cost and they are challenging others to pick up the gauntlet!  It is estimated that the new vehicle will cost approximately $24,000.00 USD.  It is a large, heavy duty, all terrain vehicle that Alvin has desired for a long time…great for getting up the mountain to the Feeding Centers among many other uses.
