Missions Overview…


In this issue of our newsletter, we would like to bring everyone ‘up to speed’ on the various projects we are involved in and invite you, the reader, to respond via email to anything that you personally may have an interest in. Each of the following Micro-Mission Projects contributes to the overall operational expenses for the two feeding centers that Manos Extendidas has established in two impoverished neighborhoods on the outskirts of Tegucigalpa, the capital of Honduras. I have been recently encouraged to recognize that Viola and my call to missions is primarily to bring finances into the kingdom for missions.  Being in the field helps us target those funds into the most needed areas.  Our goal is to generate more finances in the field than it takes to support us in the field.  That makes it a viable operation…kingdom-wise.

Manos de Café & Feeding Centres…

Manos de Café is a project sponsored by the International Alliance for Missions Inc. directly resulting from our major project “Coffee Online”.  The purpose of Manos de Café is to increase funds for our participant “Manos Extendidas – Honduras” by directly supplying short-term missionary supporters with high quality Honduran coffee in hopes that they will continue to reorder coffee through Manos’s website, www.manos.coffeeonline.org. 
The funds generated through this project goes directly towards the purchasing of food and supplies for the 200+ impoverished children that participate in our two daycare/feeding centers.
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This is a picture of the children being fed while one of our visiting teams was constructing our new daycare/feeding center in the community of Mary de Flores.
To date, from local coffee sales alone, we have raised over L21,410.00, which is approximately $1,600.00 CAD, or $1,190.00 USD.  This translates into 3,059 meals for the children.  A meal may consist of one ham and cheese sandwich and one cup of porridge with a cinnamon stick. 

What’s exciting… Formal talks have begun and plans are underway for both daycare/feeding centers to be a part of the Compassion Canada program.  This will enable us to not only feed the children but to also provide education, medical and clothing on a more consistent basis. Because of our relationship with Barry Slauenwhite, president of Compassion Canada and chairman of International Alliance for Missions Inc. (Coffee Online), I thought to consider Compassion Canada for these children. Isn’t the Lord good?  He sees afar off, connects people and sets them in place for His purposes.

Mission Team Hosting…

Hosting teams from Canada and the USA is a BLAST…also a lot of work. We have been privileged to meet some of the most fantastic people in the Kingdom of God—relationships that will last throughout eternity. Solar Ovens: William Temple Solar Project…
The solar ovens that were donated to Honduras by the Chicago Rotary Club a number of years ago have been given an opportunity to be properly established for the purpose in which they were given. Lorne Parsons has always been passionate about the sun ovens and saw how they could benefit people here in Honduras.  Now he will see that come to fruition.  With the cooperation of the Canadian International Development Agency (CIDA), Chicago Rotary and Manos Extendidas, Lorne, Viola and I will be working on a three-year project.  We will place the ovens, train workers on their use and monitor the results.  The organizations participating in this project will be primarily women’s shelters and orphanages located in the southern part of Honduras. They will use the ovens to set 

up small bakery businesses so that they can generate much-needed funds for their mission. Manos’s administration operations will receive funding that will help in our overall operations of the ministry.   Again, here we have an opportunity to bring in funds for Manos Extendidas and we believe it’s a God set-up.
